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Thought experiment:

A1 Add 5 more things to the following list: quarters, oxygen atoms, tomatoes, dictionaries, ball bearings, my art, gwen stefani, candy, glue, speakers.

A2 5 more description type words: skinny, bright, transparent, small, hidden.

A3 5 more physical locations: down the hallway, dancing, crawling, jumping, near me.

B1 5 more mental concepts: peace, understanding, euphoria, hatred, examining.

B2 5 more items describing minds: explorative, loving, cruel, stupid, ridiculous.
B3 5 more mental activities: storming, hoping, trusting, deciphering, creating.

A2 compared to B2.

Nothing in my A2 has really anything to do with my B2. Except maybe that “skinny and bright” people live “explorative and loving” lives while people with smaller/hidden/transparent thoughts live cruel/stupid/ridiculous lives.
A3 compared to B3.

In A3 I described a friend which could correlate with the “trusting” and “hoping” in B3. I also enjoy brain-storming with friends and deciphering thoughts amongst groups of people and I trust my friends when they critique my creations (which all relate A3 and B3). Although the “stop and think” asks me to note the differences I see too many connections to list anything but the similarities.

A2 to B1 to A3.

“A skinny understanding that is down the hallway.”

“A bright hatred that is crawling near me.”
“A small peace that is dancing.”
A4 Sentence completion.

I desire to have another piece of pizza, and my hand slaps me.

I decide to vote for a particular candidate, and I [realizing they are all worthless anyway] walk out of the booth and move to Europe.

I eat too much food so I take a long walk.

B4 Sentence Completion.
I didn’t get any sleep last night, and in class, my mind wondered.

Someone special hugs me, and I feel welcome.

I hung up on my mother and I felt like a complete loser immediately after words.
