1) Comprehensive essay question (100 points) selected at random from the 2 possible questions on the Blackboard Discussion Board.

Be sure to provide specific historical examples (events, people, elections, demographics, etc.) to support your general statements.
b) Eric Foner argues that the idea of “freedom” was the major force shaping American history from the Colonial Period through Reconstruction. How did the meaning of “freedom” change over time? Be sure to provide specific historical examples (events, people, elections, demographics, etc.) to support your general statements.
